WengerGGst18: each person can learn from others' experiences

LaveGst11: Other theorists are often only concerned with the immediate situation of learning

JdeweyGst1 joined the room.

WengerGst16: go deeper

WengerGst16: with that statement

SueTal: I'd like to give the other theorists a chance to speak if we might

JDeweyGst20: The problem was that school did not address the social concerns

JDeweyGst20: of our children

WengerGst16: true

JDeweyGst20: They were few information in no particular context..

JDeweyGst20: that they would be able to use it

JDeweyGst20: sorry, fed, not few

VygotskGst13: for me it was my love of poetry, language, music and art. Led me to ponder the meanings of words and how they have meaning and how we internalize those meaning.  Further how thought and speech are mediated by cultural artifacts

SueTal: Ah....so now we are getting a good feel for several...

JDeweyGst20: I saw the need to incoroporate experince into learning

SueTal: and beginning to see some overlaps

SueTal: are there differences for some of the rest of you??

RogersCGst19: so, you have a need to know why I evolved from a psychologist into a learning therorist. Is that need shared by the others in the group?

SueTal: Ah, Dr. Rogers....

LaveGst11: please share

SueTal: interesting

JDeweyGst20: As for Vygotsky, i'd have to disagree...

Wenger1Gst17: Dewey helped to formulate my thinking.

SueTal: others also may have begun in psychology

SueTal: let's not get to disagreements quite yet

SueTal: time soon for that

JDeweyGst20: but it's important

JDeweyGst20: okay, patience

JDeweyGst20 acts patient

GagneBrGst15: I wanted to identify a process for educators to assess their instructional methods and instructional design processes.

LaveGst11 smiles

WengerGst16 . o O ( me thinks thou protests too much ) 

VygotskGst13: it would appear that we all share a sociocultural view of learning, no?

WengerGst16: yes

SueTal: Hmmm....

Wenger1Gst17: correct

WengerGst16: i agree so far

SueTal: I don't think everyone shares

SueTal: that view??

WengerGst16: who then...?

WengerGst16: have we heard from all?

LaveGst11: Wenger and I do

Wenger1Gst17: please share

RogersCGst19: As you wish...

JDeweyGst20: communtiy plays a vital role in most (all?) of our approaches

RogersCGst19: although I need to finish a sentence

SueTal: yes....

SueTal: please wait for others to finish kind Drs.

LaveGst11 steps back for Dewey

RogersCGst19: ah...well, the needs of the individual are paramount...

JDeweyGst20 waiting

RogersCGst19: they determine their own learning and why...

PapertGst14: Working with Piaget made me look for ways children could construct their own learning.  The community must supply the material to construct.

RogersCGst19: they  may use others as resources...

RogersCGst19: ah...I didn't finish.

RogersCGst19: But..the group may continue.

Wenger1Gst17: allow him to speak

SueTal: Gagne....

SueTal: do you think that learning is social?

RogersCGst19: Rogers sits back and watches without judgement. The needs of the individuals in the group have changed direction to the discourse.

GagneBrGst15: yes

LaveGst11: which one?

SueTal: Interesting comments from all

SueTal: So....now it would be interesting to know

SueTal: Looking around the rooom

SueTal: who would you say influenced your work the most?

Wenger1Gst17: yes

GagneBrGst15: My goal was to design instruction with all studetns and environments in mind

SueTal: Or if they are not here......

SueTal: what other theorists might they be?

Wenger1Gst17: Dr. Dewey

PapertGst14: Without a doubt...Piaget.

RogersCGst19: Rogers looks at Dewey and smiles..

JDeweyGst20 nods to Dr. Rogers

RogersCGst19: and wishes for Maria Montessori to be there.

LaveGst11: Wenger

WengerGst16 wink at lave

RogersCGst19: as well.

LaveGst11 winks back

GagneBrGst15: My goal was to also provide to the world two very important forms of assessment that should guide instructional design

SueTal: It's interesting to see how many of you were influenced by Dewey...

WengerGst16: amongst others

SueTal: perhaps that is why sales of your books are so popular again Dr. Dewey

JDeweyGst20: they seem to be picking up again...

JDeweyGst20: it's gratifying

SueTal: Seems that Dr. Vygotsky influenced many of you as well?

LaveGst11: yes

JdeweyGst1: Vy was a big influence

LaveGst11: His ZPD is very important in communities of practice

WengerGst16: he certainly got social

SueTal: What was it about Dewey and Vygotsky that influenced your research....or Piaget

RogersCGst19: I brought  several copies of all your works over on the table.

SueTal: for those who came later?

SueTal: what about their thinking made you think differently?

RogersCGst19: Yes...they found their way into my collection.

JdeweyGst1: formation of the mind in a community setting

Wenger1Gst17: Dr. Dewey fit well with the idea of apprenticeship. Hands on

WengerGst16: combinations of developmental psychology and community

WengerGst16: and was  adopted by me

WengerGst16: apprentice

LaveGst11: As does Vyg

LaveGst11: don't you agree?

RogersCGst19: Ah...but the idea of community is fluid, don't you think?

PapertGst14: Friere does also

Wenger1Gst17: yes

LaveGst11: of course

WengerGst16: fluid to?

VygotskGst13: While I some disagreement with Piaget I believe he revolutionized the study of thought and speech in children

Wenger1Gst17: the community is dynamic

SueTal: Ah......interesting that the concept of community is fluid, dynamic

SueTal: how does knowledge move ....

RogersCGst19: Exactly..and only the individual can determine which community...if any..he or she wants to be in.

LaveGst11: participants come and go

SueTal: from one group to the next??

SueTal: or from one individual to another?

RogersCGst19: and back

WengerGst16: via connections between people

RogersCGst19: All the above...

WengerGst16: personal

LaveGst11: reproduction of the community

WengerGst16: social

WengerGst16: wanting

SueTal: But isn't there more to it than just "connections"?

Wenger1Gst17: Individual moves move within the community - varing levels of participation

SueTal: each of you seem to spend a lot of time analyzing those connections??

VygotskGst13: also via cultural artifact--the history of ones culture

WengerGst16: facilitating

LaveGst11: maturation of newcommer to old-timer

WengerGst16: resources

WengerGst16: mentoring

RogersCGst19: Ah....I am feeling we are in agreement here.

JDeweyGst20: The school community should ideally reflect the society at large

Wenger1Gst17: CoP is based on: domain, community and practice

SueTal: Dr. Vygotsky....

SueTal: does the group play a role in helping someone move through ZPD?

WengerGGst18: Technology as a resource and tool can be used effectively in the construction and monitoring of learning communities.

SueTal: I thought it was just the more knowledgeable other?

RogersCGst19: (Rogers says nothing but wonders about  Dr. Gagne and how he feels about this converstation)

SueTal: Ah, yes.....

SueTal: and Dr. Gagne

VygotskGst13: i would have to come in on the side of cultural identity more than societal identity unless one is from a homogeneous society

Wenger1Gst17: yes Gagne

SueTal: it would seem that your sense of learning...

SueTal: is that the individual is in control

WengerGst16: and or defines themselves at levels in the community...

GagneBrGst15: the individual is in control of the learning

SueTal: that the individual can have knowledge "passed" to him/her...

SueTal: and that can be assessed

SueTal: Is the individual in control according to the theories of learning for the rest of you?

SueTal: Does the individual have the ultimate influence over learning?

LaveGst11: no

VygotskGst13: yes the learning process begins via social connections and then moves to an internal refelctive process

WengerGst16: each person plays a role based on the knoweldge of the entire community

JDeweyGst20: The teacher...

LaveGst11: learning is unintentional (for lack of a better word at the moment)

WengerGst16: intuitive

JDeweyGst20: being more experienced...

GagneBrGst15: however I have pointed out that the assessment or learned outcome can change...

Wenger1Gst17: Individuals within the community are at various levels of expertise

SueTal: ah.....it seems we have overlap...

RogersCGst19: No...actually passing is not my view.

LaveGst11: it comes through experience

SueTal: and differences??

LaveGst11: apprenticeship

JDeweyGst20: has the duty to help guide the observations and experiences of younger learners

GagneBrGst15: especially if learners possess different traits and abilities

RogersCGst19: Well sir, there is where we differ.

SueTal: So, Dr. Papert....

SueTal: is the individual in charge of their learning?

PapertGst14: I just received word that a dear friends husband died of a heart attach late this afternoon. I must go but I will try to make the 8 Conference.

SueTal: thank you for attending

LaveGst11: so sorry to hear that

SueTal: so sorry to hear

GagneBrGst15: sorry to hear that Dr, Papert

Wenger1Gst17: So sorry

PapertGst14 left the room (signed off).

GagneBrGst15: my regards

RogersCGst19: Ah...if there is anything we can do.

SueTal: we'll continue....

RogersCGst19: Such sad news.

SueTal: let's share a bit more about how knowledge moves from....

SueTal: one person or group to another

SueTal: or how new knowledge is created

SueTal: seems that is at the root of learning after all

WengerGst16: sharing, action, reflection

SueTal: What role does language play in the learning process according to your theories?

SueTal: Ah, Dr. Wenger....

GagneBrGst15: langauge is very important

SueTal: is that the order those steps occur...

SueTal: or does it matter?

VygotskGst13: Language is hugely important in my opinion.

SueTal: Dr. Gagne...

RogersCGst19: Ummmm...if language is social dialoging then greatly

WengerGst16: i think they are fluid

SueTal: is is the language that is presented to the learner?

GagneBrGst15: yes

RogersCGst19: Presented?

SueTal: or the language the learner uses in presenting their thinking to others?

WengerGst16: no entiendo

SueTal: In other words

LaveGst11: talking about practice moves the learner

SueTal: how a problem is presented to the learner...

WengerGGst18: We learn how to work together in order to make things more efficient for everyone. We learn how to bridge communication through these informal dialogues where involvement changes with each idea and where it is important to have open communication

SueTal: how a problem is created for them to solve

Wenger1Gst17: yes

SueTal: or...

WengerGst16: i think reflection creates the language that cycles back to the group as vocabulary/language

GagneBrGst15: how the instruction is presented to the learner is the language I am refering to

SueTal: is it in how the learner thinks about sharing their experiences with others?

Wenger1Gst17: in the CoP develop a trust

LaveGst11: stories many time

SueTal: Ah, Wenger....so you agree with the second part of what I just said

LaveGst11: times

RogersCGst19: Yes..trust. For me that is a root to many things...

Wenger1Gst17: yes

WengerGst16: yes

WengerGGst18: absolutely

VygotskGst13: it is in the meaning of the words and as time progresses finding new meaning for words

RogersCGst19: affirmation and unconditional regard as well.

SueTal: Ah.....and so a group has to have trust....

SueTal: an identity??

WengerGGst18: first the mentee then the mentor

SueTal: in order for sharing to occur??

WengerGst16: identity is formed in dialogue

Wenger1Gst17: a passion

WengerGst16: which creates actions

SueTal: and would that be called legitimate periperhal participation??

RogersCGst19: Well..trust that the other person is listening

WengerGst16: and reflections

SueTal smiles

LaveGst11: yes

Wenger1Gst17: yes

SueTal: My .....

RogersCGst19: people will learn what and from whom they want...

LaveGst11: but it is not so linear

WengerGst16 . o O ( legitimate ) 

RogersCGst19: if just htemselves.

VygotskGst13: sharing is reciprocal with the teacher and student both teaching and learning from others

VygotskGst13: from eachother not others

RogersCGst19: ah..I can see that you believe that.

SueTal: we seem to be learning a lot about what Lave and Wenger have developed as their theories:-)

LaveGst11: Wenger, its all legitimate!

JDeweyGst20: the teacher doesn't stand on the outside and watch

GagneBrGst15: In the principles of instructional design the mentee first must produce the information in order for the educator to pinpoint the areas of need

WengerGst16: the teacher is a learner

Wenger1Gst17: yes

RogersCGst19: OH....I would disagree...

JDeweyGst20: but participates and guides

WengerGst16: not a king or queen

LaveGst11: Is that a hint to be quiet?!

WengerGst16: why rogers

WengerGst16: ?

Wenger1Gst17: mentor

SueTal: Ah, Gagne...that is what I was asking....

RogersCGst19: the teacher must facilitate

GagneBrGst15: sorry mental block

RogersCGst19: always..but not lead

SueTal: whether the teacher / mentee first has to facilitate

Wenger1Gst17: ?

GagneBrGst15: if developing instructional design

RogersCGst19: all stems from the "learner"

RogersCGst19: as you call it.

SueTal: or whether the learner can build knowledge they dont' know they have

SueTal: by sharing

GagneBrGst15: if creating valid instruction

Wenger1Gst17: ah

GagneBrGst15: you must first assess the desired individual

RogersCGst19: if the group helds that way

GagneBrGst15: and provide the proper instruction

WengerGst16: doesn't  a teacher have to structure the environment though for this to occur

SueTal: Ah.....

RogersCGst19: no..just provide the resources

RogersCGst19: and inteject if asked.

WengerGst16: resources are the structure

SueTal: so that leads me to what would seem to be an important difference between some of you

Wenger1Gst17: yes

GagneBrGst15: and the resources that are relevant to the instruction

VygotskGst13: no a more experienced person only need be available to facilitate learning

RogersCGst19: the students select and choose...

SueTal: can you ever truly know what is in the mind of the learner??

JDeweyGst20: right, Vy

RogersCGst19: only if they want or they may leave what is offered compleatly alone.

GagneBrGst15: my biggest pet peeve is that teachers settle for the provided materials...

WengerGst16: no- but you can farm

Wenger1Gst17: no

GagneBrGst15: rather they never create the materials that meet the objectives

WengerGGst18: CoPs can be used in the classroom where a project is broken into small pieces and then the final project comes together as a cross collaborative contribution from each group

VygotskGst13: no

SueTal: ah.....that would seem to be a gap between some of you as theorists

LaveGst11 thinks isn't that jigsawing?

WengerGst16 . o O ( people are inserting comments from their notes and not answering the direct statements ) 

RogersCGst19: hummmmmm...rogers sits back and waits to see how they will  resolve

SueTal: some of you say you think that you have to assess what the learner knows and thinks

GagneBrGst15: That is why we all have a job....

SueTal: in order to create learning for them to do

SueTal: others say....

SueTal: you can't know ...

GagneBrGst15: we all saw a question or problem

SueTal: so the learner has to interact with others

Wenger1Gst17: yes

RogersCGst19: the learner has the problem not the teacher.

WengerGst16: no isolation

SueTal: and create approximations of knowledge togethere

LaveGst11: problem?

RogersCGst19: a need or conflict to be answered

VygotskGst13: you are wrong comrade rogers

RogersCGst19: I see you believe that.

WengerGst16: i disagree rogers

RogersCGst19: For myself I stand by what I say.

SueTal: Dr. Rogers....by problem...you mean the issue to be discussed....

WengerGst16: you are isolating yourself

SueTal: or knowledge to be explored??

Wenger1Gst17: ?

RogersCGst19: the issue of concern for the learner/individual if you wnat to put it that way.

SueTal: Ah....

SueTal: now Drs...

SueTal: differences are what lead us to find

GagneBrGst15: connections

SueTal: our next breakthroughs

SueTal smiles

RogersCGst19: Rogers waits...

SueTal: sometimes it is when we see things that don't fit with the patterns...

RogersCGst19: and listens attentively

GagneBrGst15: sorry a little hard of hearing from working with WWII air force

SueTal: that we find new ways

SueTal: Ah.....

LaveGst11 hands Gagne a hearing aide

GagneBrGst15: thank you

SueTal: Are there key elements of your theories...

SueTal: you think are esp important today?

WengerGst16: participation

WengerGst16: action

WengerGst16: reflection

WengerGst16: knowledge

LaveGst11: which guides a new sense of identity

GagneBrGst15: framework

JDeweyGst20: I look at what some of the issues are today in schools...

RogersCGst19: Self determination

VygotskGst13: yes reflection

JDeweyGst20: and I'm amazed that they are the same that I talked about in the 20s and 30s

GagneBrGst15: authentic evaluation

WengerGst16: explain sef determination please

JdeweyGst1: participation and experiences

JDeweyGst20: making education relevant

Wenger1Gst17: knowledge in a company almost more important than the product being produced

RogersCGst19: Being able to determine ones own curriculum,evlauation and course of action

JDeweyGst20: Not treating knowledge as static and established

LaveGst11 . o O ( Wenger, you complete me.  Ahh )

WengerGst16: the student?

RogersCGst19: yes...

Wenger1Gst17: gives an economic edge

WengerGst16: example?

GagneBrGst15: Not treating instruction as opening the textbook

RogersCGst19: well...if one had a great desire to become a mathematician, what ideas would be pivotal to obtaining that objective and be hired in todays world.

RogersCGst19: I believe Dr. Papert would agree with me on that one.

SueTal: I'm curious again...

RogersCGst19: Or perhaps I put words into his mouth....

SueTal: thinking back to how you began your research...

RogersCGst19: yes

SueTal: did you begin by observing an individual child or adult ??

RogersCGst19: oh children...

RogersCGst19: abused

WengerGst16: ?

JDeweyGst20: children

SueTal: or was there something different that you started with?

WengerGst16: corporate

WengerGst16: environment

RogersCGst19: in the 1930s  but prior to that I was raised on a farm and animals and plants

SueTal: What did your first research consist of?

JDeweyGst20: Wenger, that's a good point, I'd have to say society then

LaveGst11: both...communites in other countries

RogersCGst19: oh..how to raise better wheat!

GagneBrGst15: sought to codify the process of instruction in WWII, primarily in the air force....then branched out to education in schools

VygotskGst13: i started with literary criticism and moved into learning from working with the disabled

RogersCGst19: and then on to live stock. My father was very interested in scientific methods applied to farming. I read tomes at the age of 12.

LaveGst11: studied communites of tailors, butchers, military, etc.

RogersCGst19: Ah...interesting.

JDeweyGst20: philosphy

SueTal: Very interesting to see the origins of people's work

SueTal: it seems to continue to influence their thinking

RogersCGst19: It seems that we do have some generative connections in how we started.

SueTal: Those of you who were funded during war time

SueTal: seem to have done more "scientific" work

VygotskGst13: war time you mean the revolution?

WengerGst16: that was the culture then

WengerGst16: scientific

SueTal: and those who started observing with groups...and in the field of psychology

WengerGst16: it was the new religion

WengerGst16: atom bomb and all

LaveGst11: ...and culture is important to shaping ideas

SueTal: seem to have looked at more social influencers

SueTal: interesting

Wenger1Gst17: yes

WengerGst16: well social in that hitler was showing a social model and we were responding
